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1. Canada dissociates from the adoption of the Committee’s Report, solely with respect to the acceptance of the 

credentials submitted by the Maduro regime on behalf of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

Second Report of the Credentials Committee 

 

1. The Credentials Committee of the 42nd Session of the Conference held three meetings on 

9 June, 14 June and 15 June 2021 to examine the credentials received. The Credentials Committee 

elected H.E. Daniela Rotondaro (San Marino) as its Chairperson, and H.E. Mónica Robelo Raffone 

(Nicaragua) as its Vice-Chairperson. 

2. The Credentials Committee noted Rule III of the General Rules of the Organization on 

“delegations and credentials”, as well as the practice and criteria followed by the Organization with 

respect to the acceptance of credentials, in accordance with the prevailing practice in the United 

Nations System on the matter, in line with General Assembly Resolution 396 (V). The Credentials 

Committee also noted that the Council, at its 148th Session held in December 2013, endorsed 

proposals to further streamline the overall process of acceptance of credentials, including through 

increased reliance on credentials issued by Permanent Representatives accredited to the Organization, 

taking into account the reduction in the duration of sessions of the Conference, as well as the recent 

practice of other organizations of the United Nations System. 

3. 170 Member Nations and 1 Member Organization, the European Union, have submitted valid 

credentials of their delegations as shown in Annex.  

4. At its third meeting, the Credentials Committee reviewed the credentials as presented up to 15 

June 2021 and reviewed procedural concerns raised regarding the credentials presented by Myanmar. 

5. The Credentials Committee, noting the practice of the United Nations General Assembly and 

the decisions of other UN Organizations such as the World Health Assembly of the World Health 

Organization (WHO) at its 74th session held from 24 to 31 May 2021 and the International Labour 

Conference of the International Labour Organization (ILO) at its 109th session held between 7 and 19 

June 2021 decided to recommend to the FAO Conference that it defer a decision on the credentials of 

Myanmar, pending guidance from the Credentials Committee of the United Nations Assembly 

6. Following the review, the Credentials Committee took the decision not to accredit at this stage 

any delegate for that Member Nation. 

7. The Credentials Committee recommended to the Conference that the credentials of the 

delegations listed in the Annex to this Second Report be accepted1 and that those delegations be
